The Paris Agreement gave the world a collective mission: limit global
warming to 1.5°C—-2°C (2.7°F—3.6°F) above pre-industrial levels.

Unfortunately, we aren't close to hitting the
goal we set five years ago.
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What happens if we fail to reach our goals?
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Low-lying areas become uninhabitable

Species extinctions increase

of plant and animal
species could be extinct
by 2070.

Food and water become more scarce

Mortality rates increase =

250,000 additional deaths per year
could occur between 2030 and 2050.

Equatorial regions become uninhabitable

Economic losses increase

2% of U.S. GDP (over $400B) could be
lost with a 4°C rise in temperature.
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Everyone, including investors, can support sustainable initiatives
to help avoid these consequences.
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
